4 The homeporting alternatives, Mayport, present the opportunity to strengthen national security
5  and reduce the risk to naval forces. From the standpoint of a naval officer having served as ]_25-B
6 commanding officer of a guided missile frigate and a naval cruiser homeported in Mayport, the
7 evidence is overwhelming that Mayport provide unique security provisions for all types of naval See Response 001-B.
8  ships. This security insulation is highlighted by gated, isolated harbor offset from daily close 125-B
9  quarters, private and commercial water traffic. The approach to the Mayport basin allows to
10 immediately differentiate between vessels with hostile intent and those that don't have hostile 125-C

12 Itis widely known that the most vulnerable period for a ship occurs while transiting in restricted
13 waters. It is worth noting that Mayport Naval Station has the shortest transit period for naval
14 ships conducting restricted transit to enter a major East Coast military port. In relative terms, the
15 vulnerability period for U.S. war ships is reduced by 75 percent for East Coast ships homeported
16 in Mayport.
17 In closing, I would like to note that when taken in perspective, the cost to implement any one of 125-C
18 the homeporting alternatives is only a fraction of the cost to add a principal ship of the line to the
19 fleet. Yet the homeporting of additional ships at Naval Station Mayport will present an
20  immeasurable, tactical, operational and strategic force multiplier. It should be taken into
